Rule Changes for the AGM February 2011.

The Management Committee is proposing the following changes to the Rules of Play in the League.  All additions to the rules are shown in bold with deletions crossed through.
Motion 1 – Start Times
Following further requests, the Management Committee is offering Clubs the opportunity to start matches earlier in CD2-4.

Rule 10.1 to be amended as follows:
Except due to inclement weather, time of start for matches in County Division 1 shall not be later than 1.00pm;  in County Divisions 2, 3 and 4 not later than 1.30pm and in all Regional Divisions not later than 2.00pm with Clubs being permitted to start earlier by mutual consent (see Rule 13.2).     In August County Divisions 2, 3 and 4 matches shall start at 1.00pm.
Rule 12.2 will be adjusted accordingly if this motion is passed.    The other Rules applying to rain situations will also be adjusted accordingly.

Motion 2 – Payment of Panel Umpires
Panel Umpires are occasionally appointed to HCL games, particularly in the County  Divisions.     There have been circimstances when the Panel Umpire is the only Umpire present as the team who has not appointed the Panel Umpire failed to provide an Umpire.     League Rules insist that the Umpire stand at both ends (if he or she is willing) and, in these circumstances, the Management Committee feels it is reasonable that the Umpiring costs be shared between the teams.

Rule 19.6    In a match with a Panel Umpire when he or she is the only Umpire and is willing to stand at the bowler’s end throughout the match (See Rule 19.2), the team that has not provided an Umpire will share the costs equally of the Panel Umpire.

H15.    Penalty for a failure to pay the Panel - £30 fine.

Motion 3 – Ground Reports for rained-off games in CD1, 2 & 3
Ground Reports are currently required, even when a match is not played.     Clearly this is

unreasonable.

Rule 22.4 – Ground Reports

In County Divisions 1, 2 and 3 the visiting team Captain, or nominated deputy, shall complete 

a Ground Report form for the match.    The form will be posted to a niminated person from the 

Grounds sub-Committee by first-class mail, to bear a postmark of no later than the Monday 

immediately following the match.     See Rule H.5 for penalty for non-compliance.   The 

Ground Report form need not be posted if:

A:    A scanned Ground Report form is e-mailed or faxed by noon on the Monday immediately 

following the match to the nominated person from the Grounds Sub-Committee.    If faxing or 

e-mailing a scanned copy of the completed Ground Report form it must show the signature of

the visiting Captain or his nominated deputy.

B:    In the event of the match not being played due to inclement weather, then NO 

Ground report form is required, as long as the cancellation has been reported to the 

Results Secretary.

In County Division 4 and all Regional Divisions the Ground Report for is incorporated into the 

Result Sheet and is to be completed by the visiting Captain or his nominated deputy.   In the 

case of a match not being played due to inclement weather the Ground Report form is 

not required as long as the cancellation has been reported to the Results Secretary.

Motion 4 – Maximum overs per bowler in delayed start matches

Several Clubs have requested that the maximum overs per bowler be reduced pro rata in a

reduced overs match.
Rule 7.3   In a match where the start has been delayed and the innings of both teams is 

reduced prior to the commencement of the match, the maximum number of overs a

bowler shall bowl will be reduced.     No bowler may bowl more than one fifth of the 

total overs bowled according to the table below.

In the event of a reduction of overs after the commencement of the match, the maximum number of overs allowed per bowler shall remain as at the start of the match.

Motion 5 – Removal of Rule that prevents Clubs playing on a mix of grass and non-turf pitches during a season.
Proposed by Sway CC

The vast majority of us want to play cricket.     Ideally we like to get home on a Saturday with our teeth intact.     Three times during the 2010 season Sway 3rd XI played on grass pitches which were bordering on dangerous and which any case were not conducive to a full game of ‘proper’ cricket.     In all three cases (including one when we were the home side but had to switch venues) a non-turf wicket was available as an alternative.    We feel that if weather or ground unavailability issues do not make it possible to safely use a grass pitch then the option of using a non-turf pitch shouldn’t be taken away from us.    Ultimately the home club should decide whether to switch, but the switch should only be made with the agreement of both Captains.    If the homeCaptain insists on using an unsuitable grass pitch he/she risks the pitch being marked ‘dangerous’, whereas if the visiting Captain declines the switch he/she is then not really in a position to mark below ‘satisfactory’ so, in most if not all cases, common sense should prevail.
Rule 4.2 to be amended as follows

Clubs may play home matches on a mix of grass and non-turf pitches.     Switching to the non-turf pitch can only be made with the agreement of both Captains.

This applies to Regional Divisions 2, 3, 4 and Women’s Division.

Motion failed.
Motion 6 – Each of the Club’s teams will be deducted 20 points if one of their teams

forfeits a match.

Proposed by Sway CC

At present the deduction of points only from the team that forfeits (by definition the lowest-ranked of a Club’s teams) is virtually no deterrent in most instances.    Our main grivances are:

a:    it is totally unfair on the said team’s opponents not to have a game when it would otherwise be possible – we all wait eight months for just 17 weeks of League cricket and rain takes a big enough toll:

b:       sooner or later (and it has probably already happened) a side will be relegated or miss promotion because of a missed oppourtunity to gain points or because of a rival losing the ‘opportunity’ to have their average reduced by failing to earn the requisite points.

In the 2010 season Sway’s 2nd team had a game cancelled because their opposition only had, by their own admission, fourteen players (for two teams.)     Under Rule 18.2 ‘No League match shall be played with fewer than seven players in one team’, so be definition, and by its own admission, that team was capable of fielding two teams and we feel a change in the Rules would compel them to do so.    Aside from the infairness to the opposition, what about the three members of their own Club who missed out on a game?   At Sway we would always prefer to field seven players and potentially get no points than forfeit and receive a points deduction.     We would like to think, however, that our Club is strong and well-managed enough that this would not happen.     We would also prefer to play a game of sorts and have the opportunity to earn points thatn to be sat at home, missing out on a day otherwise ideal for cricket.

Only a small percentage of games are forfeited each season which implies that the vast majority of Clubs are similarly well managed.    All are potential victims of a forfeit and there only those unsure of their ability to continue to fulfil their fixture commitment should be opposed.    Perhaps this will also act as a deterrent to those Clubs who enter an extra team speculatively, knowing the only punishment (in fact no punishment at all) is the eventual withdrawl of the lowest-placed side.

Rule 15.4 – add

In addition, each of the Club’s other teams in the League will be deducted 20 points.
